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Here are some tips on Japanese manners. Bowing is a common greeting when meeting
people. When visiting someone’s house, take off your shoes at the entrance and change
to slippers if provided. When eating noodles, you may be surprised that it’s okay to
slurp! Three things to remember when using chopsticks: don’t stick them into rice, don’t
point at people with them, and don’t pass food from your chopsticks to someone else’s.
In public, especially on trains or buses, avoid talking loudly or making phone calls. And
best of all, tipping is not expected!
